We are starting a new series this month, Happiness, this week focusing         
on being thankful for God’s blessings. 
   
Find a quiet moment before the children arrive, and ask God to work 
through you as you lead His children.  Pray for enthusiasm and 
endurance as you lead today.  The mission statement of Kids’ City is to 
help families raise growing Christ-followers.  And it is the leaders, such 
as you, who can make this mission a reality.

As the children arrive have their favorite centers (blocks, books, dolls, Little People, kitchen) 
open for the children to free play in as they arrive. 
 
Welcome the children as they arrive and let them know how happy you are to see them.  A 
smile goes a long way! 
 
Encourage the children to play together and share toys.  Children this age often parallel play, 
they play next to each other, but not with each other. 
 
 
 
Have the children clean up the areas before you start your group time.  Toddlers love to help, 
give them specific jobs when it is clean up time.   
 
Have the children come sit on the carpet when the toys are put away. 
 
GATHERING 
God Loves You! (finger play) 
One, two (hold up pointer fingers) 
This is true.  (put hands together like a book) 
God loves me. (point to self) 
God loves you! (point to others) 
 
PRAYER 
Let’s talk to God.  Talking to God is called praying. 
“Dear God, thank you for blessing me in so many ways.  We love you!  Amen.”

It is important for us to say thank you to God 
for all the things He gives us.  I am thankful for God giving us each other in WiggleWay.  God 
has a few things He wants us to learn while we are here:  God is good, Jesus loves me, 
and God made me. 
 
Let’s stand up and dance!  When we sing and dance we are letting God know we love Him.
